Global climate change – fact or fiction ?
Retreating glaciers, the melting north polar ice cap, rising sea level and an increase of the frequency of severe storms are interpreted as signs of a dramatic world wide climate change. The media publish alarming messages about climate catastrophies nearly every day. The acceleration of the global mean temperature rise in the lower atmosphere is scaring climatologists and environmental politicians. It is usually suspected that most, if not all, such changes are man-made. Nevertheless, a larger group of competent researchers seriously debates such suspicion, claiming that all changes are still in the range of natural variations of the earth’s climate. Pros and cons of the debate about the causes of global climate change will be highlighted. Measures taken and ideas regarding mitigation and prevention of possible harmful impacts of climatic change will be discussed. 

Adolf Ebel is retired professor of geophysics at the University of Cologne where he has taught physics of the earth, meteorology, and environmental sciences. He also worked at the universities of Boulder, USA, Saskatoon, Canada, and Kyoto, Japan. The University of Tbilisi awarded him an honorary doctorate. He is one of the originators of the Rhenish Institute for Environmental Research (RIU) at the University of Cologne and still works there. His fields of research have been earth mantle dynamics, upper atmosphere, troposphere-stratosphere interaction, climatic change and regional air quality. He served on various national and international scientific committees and commissions, and he is still involved in numerous national and international projects. He is also author and co-author of many articles in scientific journals and books.
